Cited text
A piece of «cited text is always placed between French quotation marks and formatted in italics». If necessary, English quotation marks (“…”) may be used within a piece of text already placed between French quotation marks («…»).
All cited text in original language other than the language of the paper should be translated within the text or in notes.
